Community teams (Hub) responsibilities: 
Community teams may get called by residential homes Out Of Hours or weekends with Problems:

	ACTION

	The site is red and inflamed
	· Inform care home to stop infusion and inform HCP next morning as needle may need to be re-sited. If weekend then a visit will be required. 

	Leaking back from site after removing cannula
	· Inform care home this is not a problem it is just the site settling down after rehydration.

	Infusion running too slowly
	· Inform care home to raise height of bag and ensure IV line is not obstructed, inform HCP next morning. If weekend then a visit may be required. 

	Pain at the site
	· Inform care home to stop infusion. If pain has stopped -Can it wait until morning? If pain continues then a visit may be required?

	Localised oedema
	· Inform care home to stop infusion and the oedema will absorb naturally. Inform HCP next morning. If weekend then a visit may be required

	Bruising
	· Inform care home to stop infusion. Inform HCP next morning. If weekend then a visit may be required. 

	Cannula (needle) pulled out/fell out/removed by resident
	· Inform care home to remove cannula from IV line and put needle in sharp bin as per their local sharps policy. Stop IV infusion and inform HCP next morning. If weekend then a visit may be required. 
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
